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SOCIETY RECEIVES GIFT

The Palmyra Historical Society has received
a gift of $10,000 from Mrs. Josephine
McLery Ehme of Delray Beach, FL. The gift
is in memory of her parents, Mr. and Mrs.
Robert McLery, who were life long residents
of Palmyra. Robert McLery was born in 1856,
the son of Joseph and Mary McLery. In 1889
he married Miss Luella Cushman at her home
at Cushman's Mills. They subsequently
moved to the McLery farm, which was two
miles southwest of Palmyra on Hwy. 59.

In 1926 he purchased the Sleep property
next to the library on Main Street and
moved from the farm. Mr. MclLery was well
known as a breeder of purebred Holstein
cattle and for his dedicated Masonic activ-
ity. He died in 1938 and Mrs. McLery died
in 1951. They had four daughters, Maud
(Ralph) Bartholf, Luella (Charles) Thayer,
Ruth (Irwin) Otto and Josephine (Arther)
Ehme. The Mclery family is a recognized
and important part of Palmyra's history.
