The Sanitarium was purchased by several
different people and organizations over
the years and its uses varied from health
spas to a retirement home for druggists.
The reputation of this unique hotel was
widely known throughout the United States
and brought visitors from as far away as
New Orleans, New York and San Francisco.
The happenings at the Sanitarium helped to
shape the history of Palmyra.

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EXCERPTS FROM THE PALMYRA ENTERPRISE, JUNE 28, 1923

39th Annual Meeting Draws Large Crowd

Between 4,000 and 5,000 attend the Ball Games.
East Troy Defeats Both Palmyra and Elkhorn.

Can you believe the attendance figures from early 0ld Settler days? Nowadays the
attendance doesn't come close to 100. But reading the follwoing excerpts from an
old Enterprise should make us realize the value of preserving the tradition in what-
ever ways we can.

. . . the usual program of exercises took place, beginning with the parade from the
depot to Spring Lake Park, the program under the trees, the ball games in the afternoon,
the games for the children, the band concert in the early evening the the dance in
conclusion. . .Music was furnished by the Whitewater city band and the Palmyra school
band, both of which were highly praised for their work throughout the day. . .a few
decorated rigs added a bit of gay color to the procession. Two represented the W.C.T.U.
and one the Standard 0il Company.

Owing to a wreck, the trains from the west were delayed, but arrived later and brought
large delegations from Whitewater, although the largest number came in autos. The day
was extremely hot, which probably kept some at home.

W.R. Norris, president of the Association, presided and gave a hearty welcome to all.
. . we are remembering and celebrating as parts of an organization whose 39th birthday
is today; when we know that those who were once natives but have now wandered far from
the home nest are with us in spirit and thought at this time. . .and appreciation for those
of whom are on the other shore, but whose ideas have given us the ties that so wrap them-
selves into our spiritual being, that this association lives and continues largely as they
originally planned it.

Elder Lugg of Whitewater. . . now in his 87th year, and greatly handicapped in walking
on account of rheumatism, retains his mental faculties and interest in everything 100%.
Any younger man will "go some® to keep up with him in an argument upon current topics
or history. . . came to America from England in 1858 and in 1860 entered the service
of his new country. . . told of his work in the hospitals.
