Cld Settlers Day which was attended by a
yood number of people. This fall, we held
an Open House that featured the making of
crafts and, at which, cookies, doughnuts,
coffee and cider were served.

In the publications department, our
activity continues. In addition to
publishing four newsletters this past
year, we have sold 303 books for $1,189.75
and 130 buttons (01d Settlers) for $130.00.

In regard to the physical plant, we
have been blessed by volunteer help. The
Village of Palmyra removed our garage
which was deteriorating rapidly. Gene
Burlington cleaned our antique tools and
hung them for display, Red Hemlock repaired
our doors, John Sheppard installed new
floor covering in the bathroom and Norm
Johnson continued to maintain the grounds.
For this help we are deeply grateful.

We are working on some things for
which the results will not be evident until
this coming year. One project is preserva-
tion of older homes and landmark buildings
in Palmyra. The Village is now active in
this field and we feel we can help through
the education process. Another area is

the teaching of local history in the schools.
